Y One of our verses talked about a wise man – which verse is it? [#5  “a wise man holds it back]

O  How many of our verses actually have he word “anger” in them – tell the # of the verses. [Four verses:   #2,6,8,10]

Y What happens if we’re holding onto anger still when we go to bed? [#8 it gives the devil an opportunity]

O What is the synonym for anger in Proverbs 14:30?  [#7  -  passion]

Y A man who has no control over his spirit is like what? [#9  - a city broken into and without walls]

O Which of our verses contains a quotation – what is the quote? [#4 “Vengeance is Mine, I will repay]

Y  How can we get ourselves into a trap? [#10 – associated with a man given to anger or go with a hot-tempered man]

O What should we do if we’re seeking to achieve the righteousness of God? [#6 – be quick to hear, slow to speak, slow to anger]

Y One of our verses tells us NEVER to do something, what is it?  [#4 – never take your own revenge]

O How would you define discretion as used in one of our verses? [#2 – showing sound judgment, reserved in one’s speech & behavior,

    Unobtrusive]

Y Two of our verses have the word strife in them.  What verses are they?  [#1 and #3   the beginning of strife / keeping away from strife]

O – How many of our verses say “do not”  Which ones are they?  [two #8 & 10 -  do not sin, do not let the sun…  do not associate]

Y What does a fool ALWAYS do? [#5 – loses his temper]

O What is life-giving? [#7   -  a tranquil heart]

Y What is an honor for a man? [#3 keeping away from strife]
